Divine Redeemer Catholic School Performing Arts announces auditions for Disney’s
Mulan Jr. This cast requires 3 lead males and 1 lead female, along with 6male
supporting characters and 8 female supporting characters.  Many minor roles are also
needed to be filled in and therefore everyone is encouraged to audition.  Lead roles
will take into consideration talent, character needs, and the amount of effort given
to commitment. The entirety of the audition process will be held on Saturday,
November 3rd from 10:00am to 2:00pm by appointment, with Callback the same day
from 3:30pm to 6:00pm.  A sign-up sheet for auditions will be available in the
downstairs office.  A monologue and song from the below selections are required for
this audition.  This will be an individual audition held in the music room where you will
perform your monologue and song in front of me (Noel Jenkins) and a few other
selected assistants.

At 3:30pm on Saturday, everyone will meet in the gymnasium where we shall proceed
with the “callbacks”. Certain actors will be called to the stage to perform “cold
reads” to determine the best casting.

The cast list will be given out during our first rehearsal, Thursday November 8th,
right after school ends on the stage.

When you arrive, please sign in on the audition sheet and be well prepared for the
audition.  Please make sure to bring your contract completely filled out including a list
all conflicts with the schedule on your audition sheet!  Be as accurate as possible.
YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO AUDITION WITHOUT THIS PAPERWORK.
PLEASE REMEMBER THIS CONTRACT REQUIRES A PARENT SIGNATURE!

For the audition, please wear appropriate comfortable clothing (no spaghetti straps,
short shorts or bare mid-riffs).  Jeans and high heels are NOT recommended.



The school will do eligibility checks through the production process.  Be sure to keep
your grades up.

For each child in the production, a fee of $65 will be collected. This fee will assist
with set design, costumes, and makeup. We will provide 2 complimentary tickets per
child.

Participation will cease if eligibility requirements are not met.  This includes cast and
crew.

When not rehearsing the show, please work on homework or another activity involved
with the show. DO NOT FALL BEHIND ON SCHOOL WORK!

NEVER CHEW GUM ON STAGE or during rehearsal! Keep all food and drinks
(excluding water) away from the rehearsal area.

Please be ready for rehearsals and performances.  Make sure everything needed
(including clothing and props) is ready before rehearsal starts.

Bring a sack lunch to practice.

Try to learn all lines, music, and dancing QUICKLY BUT CORRECTLY. You must be
off book by Saturday, January 14th.             .

Please do not invite friends to rehearsals.  Parents are welcome but please inform us
that you are here.

Please leave other performers’ objects alone. Do not cause someone else to be in
trouble because of your mistake.

Performers are expected to help with painting, cleaning, etc. just as much as crew is.
Please come prepared to work.

Once ready for a show, stay backstage.

Please do not criticize other performers or discuss mistakes.  Respect is vitally
important and must be demonstrated to those in authority, as well as your fellow
actors and actresses.  If respect is not shown, you will be dismissed from the
production.
